ITALIAN WORDS AND PHRASES
LA Repubblica Romana - da 509 a.C. a 27 a.C.

Questa forma di governo è durata 500 anni con poteri divisi che si bilanciavano ed elezioni ogni anno. Le cariche erano spesso collegiali e se composte da 2 individui, ognuno aveva il diritto di veto.  Volevano che le deliberazioni non esprimessero i capricci individuali, ma fossero ponderate e prese nell’interesse comune: Res Pubblica o repubblica.  I padri fondatori americani erano avidi lettori dei classici latini e hanno scritto la costituzione americana basandosi anche sui 500 anni d’ esperienza dell’antica Roma repubblicana.  Parole come constitution, president, Congress, Senate, representative, executive, legislature, assembly, judiciary, vote, veto, candidate, election, states, plebiscite e tante altre nella vita politica, sono derivate dal latino.  Anche Campidoglio e padri fondatori.

The Roman Republic – from 509 BCE – 27 AD

This form of government lasted 500 years with divided powers that were balanced and elections every year. The positions were frequently held by more than one individual, and when composed of two persons, each had the right of veto. They wanted the deliberations to not express individual whims but to be pondered and taken in the interest of the people: Res Pubblica means the thing of the state, or republic.  The American founding fathers were avid readers of the Latin classics and wrote the constitution basing it also on the 500 years of experience of the ancient Roman republic. Words like constitution, president, congress, senate, representative, executive, legislature, assembly, judiciary, vote, veto, candidate, election, states, plebiscite and many others in political life are derived from Latin. Even Capitol Hill and founding fathers.
