L'acqua alta di Venezia

Con l’arrivo delle piogge, si assiste puntualmente al fenomeno dell’acqua alta. Ogni volta che la pioggia cade in abbondanti quantità, cittadini e turisti si trovano a dover fare i conti con il fatto che la maggioranza della città è invasa dall’acqua. L’acqua è considerata alta quando supera i 90 cm. (35.4 pollici) sul livello del mare.

La peggiore inondazione si ebbe nel 1966, quando l’acqua raggiunse i due metri, (79 pollici) causando gravissimi danni.

L’acqua alta arriva regolarmente nella città di Venezia soprattutto durante le alte maree tardo-autunnali e primaverili. Sommerge le strade più basse di Venezia ma, nei casi più gravi, fino al 96% delle vie cittadine, minacciando ogni volta i circa 60.000 residenti e le migliaia di turisti che la visitano ogni anno. Quindi a meno che non ti piaccia proprio camminare nell'acqua quello non è il migliore periodo per visitarla.

Venice's high water 

With the arrival of the rains, you can experience the recurring phenomenon of high water.  Every time the rain falls in abundant quantities, citizens and tourists find themselves having to deal with the fact that the majority of the city will be invaded by water. The water is considered "high" when it exceeds 90 cm (35.4 inches) above sea level.

The worst flooding took place in 1966, when the water reached a height of two meters, (79 inches) causing serious damage.

High water arrives regularly in the city of Venice especially during late-autumn and spring high tides.  It submerges the lower streets of Venice but, in the worst cases, up to 96% of the city's streets, threatening each time the nearly 60,000 residents and the thousands of tourists who visit it every year. So, unless you really like to walk in the water, maybe that is not the best time to visit.
