Also, we took this opportunity to present Anne with a plaque commemorating her service to the Italian Heritage Lodge (IHL) as our most recent past- president.

The details are included on Page 4 of this newsletter. Since we will be playing bocce, I thought it would be appropriate to give you a brief history of the game.  Bocce was first documented in a 5200 B.C. painting of two boys playing the game in an Egyptian tomb.  In 600 B.C., bocce was adopted by the Greeks and later passed on to the Romans.  People from all walks of life could play the game, young or old, man or woman.
Giuseppe Garibaldi, while unifying and nationalizing Italy, has been credited with popularizing the sport as it is known today.  Over the years, bocce has been increasing in popularity throughout the world.  There are many international as well as local tournaments that are held weekly in many countries.  Sometimes the game is called lawn bowling or pentanque.   It is played with balls made of composite material similar to bowling balls, metal and sometimes wood.  In America, bocce has been rising in popularity since the 1980’s.  There are many local bocce leagues in the Washington, D. C., area.  Just go online using your favorite search engine and you will find a plethora of sites regarding the sport.  Currently, it is estimated that there are over 25 million bocce enthusiasts in the United States alone.  There have been efforts over the years to make bocce an Olympic sport, but so far they have not been successful.
In July, we will be marching and riding in the Fairfax Fourth of July Parade and holding our annual picnic on July 14th behind the Knights of Columbus Hall at St. Leo’s Church.  I encourage you to continue your efforts to bring in new IHL members to participate in and enjoy our events so we may continue to support the fraternal and charitable goals of our organization.
