ITALIAN WORDS AND PHRASES
Italian drill in space

Da poco la sonda Rosetta ha cominciato ad avvicinarsi alla cometa 67/P Churyumov-Gerasimenko, che dovrebbe raggiungere in agosto, e in novembre il lander Philae si separerà dalla sonda per scendere sulla superficie della cometa e perforarne il suolo.

Lanciata verso la cometa il 2 marzo 2004, è stata riattivata dopo un periodo di ibernazione iniziato l’8 giugno 2011. In questi dieci anni, Rosetta, progettata e costruita dalla di Airbus Defence and Space, ha seguito una lunga traiettoria interplanetaria che l’ha portata oltre l’orbita di Giove. 

Rosetta è il primo veicolo spaziale della storia destinato ad atterrare su una cometa a 430 milioni di chilometri dalla terra per studiarla da vicino. È una pietra miliare per l’esplorazione spaziale, ma questa volta la bandiera da piantare sarà italiana. Amalia Ercoli Finzi, del politecnico di Milano, è la scienziata che ha ideato lo strumento destinato a trapanare la cometa, un oggetto cosmico oblungo di dimensioni stimate 2x4 chilometri. 

In tutta la missione la presenza dell’Italia è importantissima.  L’Italia ha concepito e finanziato diversi strumenti e in particolare quello che scende sulla cometa è uno solo: l’Sd2 realizzato dal politecnico di Milano e da Selex-Galileo e concepito per entrare nel cuore della cometa e analizzare le sostanze chimiche che la compongono.

Recently the probe Rosetta began to approach the comet 67/P that it should reach in August, and in November the lander, Philae, will separate from the probe to descend on the comet surface and drill into its terrain.

Launched toward the comet March 2, 2004, it was reactivated after a long period of hibernation which started on June 8, 2011.  In these 10 years, Rosetta, designed and built by the Airbus Defence Space, followed along an interplanetary trajectory that brought it beyond Jupiter’s orbit.

Rosetta is the first space vehicle in history intended to land on a comet 430 million Km from earth to study it up close.  It is a milestone for space exploration, but this time the Italian flag will be planted.  Amalia Ercoli Finzi of the engineering school of Milan is the scientist that devised the instrument intended to drill the comet, an oblong object estimated at 2 x 4 km.

In the entire mission, the presence of Italy is very important. Italy designed and financed several instruments and in particular the one that will descend on the comet is one only; the Sd2, built by the engineering school of Milan and by Selex-Galileo, is designed to enter into the heart of the comet and analyze the chemical composition.
