Oltre 550mila profili sono stati infettati in pochi giorni e il numero pare non arrestarsi. Questo è uno degli ultimi virus che continuamente infestano i nostri computer, estensioni e programmi che migliorano con l'avanzare degli anni e sono sempre al passo con le nuove tecnologie. Pare che gli hacker si stiano specializzando sempre più sui dispositivi mobili, facendo leva sull'ingenuità degli utenti, convinti che i loro smartphone siano avulsi da ogni tipo di pericolo. The virus on Facebook that has infected more than 500 thousand profiles

You are on Facebook and you receive a notification: one of your friends tagged you in a photo.  Curiosity pushes you to click, so another page opens up - with an external address – with a video that, to see it, needs to install a particular extension.  It is here that the scam kicks in, because the plug-in is in reality a powerful malware capable of infecting your PC, especially for users of the Google Chrome browser. More than 550 thousand profiles have been infected in a few days and the number doesn’t seem to stop.  This is one of the latest viruses that continually infest our computers, extensions and programs that improve with the years and are always in step with new technologies.  It seems that hackers are specializing more and more on mobile devices, playing on the naiveté of the users, convinced that their smartphones are free from every type of danger.  Nothing could be further from the truth.
