The FBI has recently issued a warning against a scam which is rapidly spreading throughout the country.  Somebody claiming to be from the Court House calls you on the phone and sternly tells you that a warrant for your arrest has been issued, because you failed to respond to a jury-duty summons.  Instead of hanging up, those who are intimidated by the prospect of being arrested say they never received the summons.  The caller then says he/she has to verify this and starts asking questions which, if answered, will enable the caller to steal your identity.  If you receive an e-mail that makes you think someone is trying to steal your identity, forward it to the Federal Trade Commission at SPAM@UCE.gov.  The FTC will investigate.
