It is with great sorrow that we announce the passing of our 2007-2009 Grand Lodge President, Josephine Vidiri Nunnenkamp. Our prayers are with her family and friends. 
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The following eulogy was given during the ceremony performed on April 26 at the wake for 2007-2009 Grand Lodge President Josephine Vidiri Nunnenkamp. The presiding officer was Italian Heritage Lodge President, Joe La Marca, the eulogy was given by Past Grand Lodge President, Kathy A. Drummond, and the Chaplain was State Orator, Lou Moschetto.
 
“Brothers and sisters, we are gathered here not only to mourn the passing of our sister, Josephine Vidiri Nunnenkamp but to celebrate the legacy of her life in the Order Sons of Italy in America.
 
Josephine was an active member of OSIA from the very first when she joined the Ann Bambino Lodge No. 2353 in New York as a charter member. The year was 1976, and she quickly rose through the ranks of her lodge to become its president from 1981 to 1983. She went on to serve the Grand Lodge of New York as a National Commissioner of OSIA’s Garibaldi-Meucci Museum and as a member of the Grand Lodge of New York’s Commission for Social Justice.  She served on many state and local committees and also served as a regional State Deputy.
 
In 1994, Jo and husband Herb moved to northern Virginia. One of her first telephone calls when they arrived was to OSIA’s National Office to ask, “Where are the Sons of Italy in Virginia?” And so she and Herb joined the Italian Heritage Lodge. True to form, Jo jumped right in and volunteered for lodge committees and became part of the lodge council. In two short years, she became the lodge’s president, elected to two terms in 1996 and 1997. 
 
Her enthusiasm and reputation for hard work made her an ideal candidate for the Grand Council, so in June, 1997, she resigned as lodge president and was elected as a State Trustee in the Grand Lodge of Virginia. She also served as State Second Vice-President and State First Vice-President before being elected as State President in June 2007.
 
During her time on the Grand Council, Jo was most actively involved in fund raising and on the State Education Committee. She worked actively to establish new scholarships and to strengthen the financial security of the Virginia OSIA Foundation. As a former educator, Jo was passionate about providing opportunities for young Italian-American students, especially those entering the teaching profession. During her years on the Education Committee, she established the Albert Vidiri Scholarship and the Herb Nunnenkamp Memorial Scholarship. She worked to establish scholarships for Italian language study both in her local lodge and in the Grand Lodge.  I had the privilege of serving on the State Education Committee with her and during my terms as State President, she chaired that committee. I remember sitting in her dining room after we had completed our work on the Scholarship Selection Committee, sharing lunch and reminiscing about experiences and sharing family stories.  I will truly miss those times.
 
As State President, Jo tried to revitalize the local lodges by involving younger members as part of the Grand Lodge and having them serve on state committees and as state committee chairs. Although she faced numerous challenges with her health, she worked very hard to keep local lodges involved in the Grand Lodge to increase membership and re-establish fraternity. Through her efforts, National First Vice-President Joseph DiTrapani visited our Grand Lodge this past September. Something that was a first for Virginia! 
 
From our many conversations, I know that Jo hoped that she could do more, get around better. She was a woman of intelligence, of great energy, of sincere determination, of strong convictions, and of unerring loyalty. 

 
Those of us who grew to know her and love her received a special gift in the knowing. We knew a very feisty lady who told you exactly what she thought. We knew a woman who desperately missed her husband, and was so very proud of her four sons and her beloved grandchildren. We knew someone who deeply cared about issues and people and causes. We knew someone who made a mark on our lives, who left us with fond memories, and who will be truly missed.”
