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FEBRUARY 12 LODGE GUEST SPEAKER                                            

Peter Cimini, our guest speaker, is a native of the Bronx, New York, and was reared by second-generation Italian immigrant parents.  Currently a resident of Connecticut, his book, “The Secret Sin of Opi”, addresses the issue of the Stockholm Syndrome, a psychological phenomenon that causes a kidnapped persons to form a close personal bond with their kidnappers.  It is believed this unusual response is a defensive mechanism of the mind to cope with the stress and isolation of being held captive for a long period of time.  A most recent example of the syndrome was Stacy Lee Dugard who was kidnapped and held for 18 years before being found in August, 2009.

Peter is a graduate of NYU and began his career in education in the New York school system.  After moving to Newington, Conn, in 1970, he worked as a curriculum specialist for the Newington public school system until his retirement.  As a curriculum specialist, he was responsible for developing curriculum and teacher evaluations in many disciplines.

He has written numerous articles for professional journals and op ed columns for local newspapers.

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VALENTINE’S DAY IN ITALY
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Valentine’s Day was initially celebrated as a spring festival in Italy in the open air.  Young people would gather in tree arbors or ornamental gardens and enjoy listening to music and reading of poetry.  Later, they would stroll off with their valentine into the gardens.  The custom steadily ceased over the years and has not been celebrated for centuries.

Early Valentine’s Day Tradition in Italy

In the city of Turin, betrothed couples used to announce their engagement on Valentine’s Day.  Several days ahead of February 14, stores were decorated and loaded with a huge variety of bon bons.  Some even sold china baskets and cups filled with delectable Valentine’s Day candies and tied with a ribbon.  These were to be presented as gifts to one’s valentine.

Another interesting Valentine’s Day tradition in Italy and Britain was the practice of unmarried girls waking up before sunrise.  People strongly believed that the first man an unmarried girl would see on Valentine’s Day would marry her within a year.  Girls therefore used to wake up early on Valentine’s Day and stand by their window to watch a man pass.

 VALENTINE’S DAY CELEBRATION IN ITALY TODAY

The people of Italy see Valentine’s Day as a holiday imported from the U. S. just like Halloween and Mother’s Day.  In Italy, the major day for the celebration of love is il giorno delia festa degli innamorati.  As lovers exclusively celebrate this day, family members and friends do not exchange gifts.

In recent times, however, lovers in Italy celebrate Valentine’s Day by expressing their love to their sweethearts.  Couples usually go out to dinner at a pizzeria or ristorante.  Just as in several other countries, the festival has been commercialized to a great extent.  There is a strong tradition to exchange gifts like roses, perfume, chocolates and diamonds depending on the age and taste of a person.  Another popular Valentine’s Day gift in Italy is baci perugina – a small, chocolate-covered hazelnut containing a small slip of paper with a romantic poetic quote in four languages.
