PRESIDENT’S MESSAGE
Cari amici,
Our Italian Heritage Lodge (IHL) membership of about 100 promotes Italian heritage and culture and supports various charities. Of course, we are always looking to increase this number so other people of Italian descent, your friends and neighbors and others can enjoy the benefits of membership in the IHL.  Remember, one does not have to be of Italian descent to join our lodge.  Our dues are still a reasonable $65.00 for a couple.  Some have asked, “‘How are these funds spent?”  Others have asked, “Why do we have to raise additional funds for our charitable giving?” As you know, our parent organization is Order Sons of Italy in America (OSIA).  They require each lodge to contribute a per capita tax each quarter based on the number of current members.  We pay that tax to our Virginia state OSIA organization, and they in turn forward it to the national OSIA organization.  That rate has been increasing over the years to where OSIA takes about 90% of our dues annually.  So, as you can see, that leaves very little for other activities.  NONE of the dues you pay goes towards any of our charitable giving, and NONE of the monies transferred to OSIA go to their charities.  It is used to support other aspects of running their organization.
Each organization, from the various lodges to the state and national organizations, raises funds for charitable giving by conducting special events just for that purpose.  That is why we have our Casino Night and our Walkathon efforts.  They are the two events each year that allow us to provide funding to Cooley’s Anemia, Autism and Alzheimer’s, the three charities we support. These are the only times we raise funds for those charities.  The IHL is grateful for your support of these activities and hope that you will continue with your generosity when we hold these particular events during the coming year.
Our Bingo Night was fun for the attendees, especially for many of the children who were in attendance.  We will plan another one during the coming year. 
By the time you receive this newsletter, the official swearing-in ceremony for our new officers will have taken place at the Fort Myer NCO Club on Sunday, March 2nd.  Gene La Colla informed me that over 40 had signed up to attend.

Upcoming events include bocce and a pot luck picnic in April in my back yard, a talk on the Puglia Region of Italy in May, and a catered dinner scheduled for June.  More details to follow in future newsletters for these events.

Fountain, the Cathedral (XI century), and the beautiful
baroque city centre. Some free time to explore on our
own. This afternoon we visit Noto. Dinner and overnight
at our hotel.

Day 5 — MESSINA/REGGIO/ VIBO VALENTIA -
‘This morning we bid farewell to Sicily, but before we
board our boat to reach the main land we will make a
brief stop in Messina. We then continue to board our
boat and cross the famous ‘Stretto di Messina” to reach
Reggio Calabria. A brief visit to the Museum, to view
“Bronzi di Riace” two well preserved statues of warriors
retrieved from the sea, by fishermen in the early 70’s.
Our next stop Vibo Valentia. Check in at hotel and
remainder of day at our leisure. Dinner and overnight at
our hotel.

Day 6 - GERACE/LOCRI's EXCAVATIONS -
Morning departure for Gerace for a visit of this lovely
town. Some time to explore on our own. This afternoon
‘we continue for Loeri. Visit one of the most important.
Greek colonies in Italy including the museum near the
excavations. On our way back
to Vibo Valentia we make a
quick stop in Giciosa Marina
known for its special ice
cream. Dinner and overnight at
our hotel

Day 7-VIBO VALENTIA &
CASTLE - Morning bus tour
of Vibo Valentia before
arriving at the Castle.
Afternoon is yours for shopping
or personal adventure. Return
to the hotel for dinner &
overnight.

Day 8 - TROPEA/PIZZO
CALABRO/CAPO VATICANO -

Morning departure for Tropea, a very ancient town, said
to have been founded by the Phoenicians who used its
port for supplies. Stop at the Cathedral, built on top of an
older church dating 1000 years ago. View the balconies
overlooking the sea and the church of Saint Mary of the
Island an old Basilean Convent. Visit some coral works,
before continuing toward Capo Vaticano and its cliffs
overlooking the sea. Continue toward Pizzo Calabro,
view this famous Castle from the outside, where Joaquin
Murat was executed, by his brother-in law Napoleon,
King of Naples. Stroll into the old borough and marina, if
you wish, for a special truffle ice cream. Return the hotel,
for dinner & overnight.

Day 9 - LAMEZIA TERME/ NEW YORK -

flight to the USA [via Rome].
