	«Credevo fosse la solita scossetta». Invece a Tokyo la faglia tremolante stavolta ha fatto dannatamente sul serio. Massimo De Matteo, napoletano trapiantato nella megalopoli del Sol Levante, ci racconta lo smarrimento più che il terrore provato nel corso dell'apocalittico sisma da 8.9 della scala Richter che ha messo in ginocchio il paese. «Nessuno urlava, nessuno correva, grande popolo dello Yamato che con la sua calma non conosce la parola panico...La scossa non finiva mai. Non sapevo cosa fare, volevo urlare ma nessuno scappava, nessuno fiatava. Ho deciso di adattarmi alla compostezza dei giapponesi che ne sanno ben più di me sui terremoti, nonostante la mia piccola esperienza del 23 novembre 1980».

Dove ti trovavi al momento del sisma?
«Ero fuori ad un convenience store per mangiare un sandwich (pessimo). Corro fuori al mio ufficio e vedo tutti i miei colleghi, impauriti e pieni di adrenalina. Le scosse ritornano, deboli e assestanti, ma nessuno mostrava particolari segni di panico. Io sento i primi conati di vomito. Rimaniamo fuori l'edificio, nei giardinetti.

Dopo una mezz'oretta di chiacchiere e sguardi un po' persi e preoccupati per le scosse che si avvicendavano decidiamo di risalire, rigorosamente a piedi, anche perché gli ascensori erano in tilt (tanti impiegati hanno dovuto farsi chi trenta, chi venti, chi sessanta piani a piedi). Arrivato nel mio ufficio ho notato un po' di cose cadute, il computer della mia collega spento e il monitor caduto sulla scrivania. Per un po' ci siamo dimenticati del terremoto e siamo tornati, da bravi nipponici (ormai sono influenzato) al lavoro».

Siete tornati a lavorare? Incredibile. 
«No, per noi è un fatto normale, o quasi».

Da quanto tempo vivi in Giappone e che lavoro fai?
«Dal 1 luglio del 2005. Sono consulente presso 5 aziende speciali di 5 camere di commercio italiane: Firenze, Torino, Milano, Vicenza e Pordenone».

Cosa facevi prima a Napoli e perché hai deciso di trasferirti? 
«Quando mi sono laureato all'Orientale di Napoli in Giapponese e inglese, nell’aprile del 2004, ho cominciato un part time come cameriere per mettere da parte i soldi e andarmene all'estero. Non mi sarei mai accontentato degli stipendi da fame dell'Italia, in più non avrei usato il giapponese, la mia vera passione. Perciò sono approdato qui».

C'erano persone che conosci coinvolte nello tsunami? Ti hanno chiamato in tanti dall'Italia? 
«Fortunatamente non conosco nessuno coinvolto nel disastro. Sì, mi hanno chiamato subito i miei colleghi di lavoro e tutta la mia famiglia. La pagina Facebook poi è quasi impazzita, peggio del mio compleanno».

Hai paura del contagio radioattivo? 
«Non più di tanto, anche se qui, per evitare il caos e il panico, credo omettano molto della verità sul pericolo costante. Male che vada parto per Napoli, non torno a casa da due anni».

END OF AN ERA

This season we are proud to have brought classic Italian Neorealism films like Open City, The Bicycle Thief and Ossessione.  It is only fitting to end the season with Umberto D, the last Italian Neorealism film made.  Vittorio De Sica watched his father, Umberto De Sica, work 30 years for the Italian Ministry of Public Works only to be left a meager pension which didn’t match inflation.  This was the inspiration for his central character, Umberto Domenico Ferrrari (Carlo Battisti).  Maria Pia Casilio makes her film debut as a teenage maid facing eviction by her landlady, Olga, (Lina Gennari) and pregnant by an Italian soldier who wants nothing to do with her.  Too proud to beg and too dumb to steal, Umberto is left to wander the streets of Rome alone with his faithful dog, Flike.
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Maria Pia Casilio said in a 2003 interview, “The story of Umberto D is still true in Italy today.”  Umberto D was nominated for best screenplay at the 1952 Academy Awards and won the New York Film Critics Circle Award for Best Foreign Film of the Year.
