Caravaggio, the tormented artist

     Quando non c’è energia, non c’è colore, non c’è forma, non c’è vita.

     When there is no energy, there is no color, there is no form, there is no life.

Born in Milan in 1571, died in 1610, active in Rome, Naples, Malta and Sicily, he is one of the most celebrati pittori nel mondo (celebrated painters in the world) together with Leonardo, Michelangelo, Velasquez and Rembrandt.  For his carattere aggressivo (mercurial character) he was responsible for many crimes, including assaults, percosse (beatings), ferite (woundings), possession of illegal arms and finally omicidio (murder).  His potenti amici (powerful friends) could not protect him anymore and he had to fuggire da (flee) Rome.  Always known by the art experts, he was ignored by the grosso pubblico (public at large) until a very successful esibizione (exhibition) in the early 1950’s in Milan.  The importance of Caravaggio consists in dipingere (depicting) real, common people, down to the last wrinkle, in contrast to the idealized prevailing Mannerism of the time. Caravaggio è il primo artista moderno (is the first modern artist). Now 400 years dopo la sua morte (after his death) capiamo e apprezziamo (we understand and appreciate) him because parla la nostra lingua (he speaks our language), depicts our own obsessions about sex, death, the yearning for independence and freedom, the corruption of power, the decay of the flesh. Una mostra (an exhibit) is now being held at the Scuderie del Quirinale in Rome to celebrate the 400 years since his death, with quadri (paintings) from the più importanti musei del mondo (most important museums of the world).
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FATHER’S DAY IN ITALY

March indeed is a time of festivity and feasting for the Italians. From celebrating new blooms to weather changes, March is also the time when Italians celebrate St. Joseph’s Day or their Father’s Day. While the Americans celebrate their Father’s Day in the month of June, the Italians honor their dads on the 19th of March, known as St. Joseph’s Day, to commemorate San Guiseppe - a fatherly symbol of love, compassion, kindness, generosity and acceptance. The Italian name for Father’s Day is Festa del Papa. San Guiseppe or Saint Joseph, father of Jesus Christ, is honored on this day. This day is celebrated mainly in the Roman Catholic countries. In Italy, it is usually celebrated with grand feast and fanfare. Households prepare traditional spreads of special Italian breads and cookies. This is the day when families show their gratitude to their fathers with favors and gifts.

St. Joseph’s Day in Italy:
· Father’s Day or St. Joseph’s Day is also known as Feast Day in Italy. On this day, the Italians engage in some traditional activities and children usually hand out gifts to their dads.

· Italians just love to celebrate, and St. Joseph’s Day or Father’s Day is no exception. This day is a huge rage in many parts of the country and is extremely popular in the northern part of Italy. In Florence and Rome, this festivity is marked with several days of live music and dancing and, of course, food and drink.

· Earlier, this day was a national holiday in Italy. People also wore shamrock or green attires to commemorate this day. The contemporary celebrations include people going out on street parades, a yearly ritual, on this day.

· Father’s Day in Italy is celebrated with family get-togethers and traditional San Giuseppe desserts that vary from region to region. In the south, zeppole (deep-fried dough balls) and bigné (cream puffs) are prepared and in the north, frittelle (fritters) are eaten to mark the occasion.

· In some places, people light bonfires or pageants to celebrate this day. A traditional donkey race is still held in some parts of Italy on this day.

· There is a tradition of sharing gifts. Children usually buy gifts for their fathers as a sign of honor and reverence.

· People go to church and offer their Prayers to Saint Joseph, a reverend father figure on this day. After daily mass, they go out on the streets and greet their fathers as a symbol of love, compassion and respect.

Following is information on the Fairfax City Independence Day parade which will occur this year on Saturday, July 3.  Our lodge will again walk in this year’s parade, and all lodge members are encouraged to turn out and participate.  If there are any changes to the following, a further communication will be sent prior to the parade date.

INFO FOR IHL PARADE PARTICIPANTS

JULY 3, 2010, FAIRFAX CITY
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THE WHY, WHO, WHAT, WHEN, WHERE, and HOW

WHY: Gets good publicity for our lodge; helps recruiting, for example.  It’s also a great group experience and lots of fun!

WHO:  You and whoever else you can recruit to fill our ranks.  Since many of our regular and social members will be away or otherwise committed for the holiday, we need numbers of paraders to make a good impression!  So please invite your friends and neighbors.  They need not be of Italian ancestry, as long as they appreciate our culture.  There are only a few other considerations:  they must be at least six years old, they must not in any anyway embarrass us, and they must not be a “unit” that would normally need to apply to the Fairfax parade committee to participate. 

WHAT:  Wear an OSIA shirt, if you have one; otherwise, wear a white shirt.  You may also choose, instead, to wear Italian or U.S. themed clothing.  Of course, don‘t forget sunscreen and good walking shoes; (hopefully you won’t need an umbrella, we haven’t in previous parades).

WHEN:  Meet by 9:30 AM.  Parade steps off at 10:00.  It’s a very short parade with many fond memories to be had along the way.

WHERE:  Line up in the Massey Building Complex parking lot on Page Avenue in Fairfax City, home of our lodge.  Page Avenue runs parallel with Main Street in Fairfax City. 

HOW:    The roads in the parade area (Main Street, University Drive, Route 123, West Street, and Armstrong Street) will be closed to all traffic at 8:00 AM.  The only exception is Judicial Drive off Route 236/Main Street.  Traffic on Route 123 northbound must follow detour signs for Route 236 west (Main Street) to Judicial Drive after 8:30 AM.  (Note:  don’t be shocked if you find roadblocks along the way.  Just explain to whoever impedes your path that you or your passengers are in the parade.   Moral to the story:  leave early, expect chaos, and don’t worry about it.  It will in the long run be a terrific experience in which all will work out well!)

All traffic must enter the line-up area via Rt. 236/Main Street and Judicial Drive.  Turn onto Page Avenue; follow it to the large parking lot on the left.  If you are in your vehicle dropping off parade participants, enter the parade line-up area via R. 236/Main Street and Judicial Drive, and turn left on Page Avenue.  

Parking is available at the Massey Building Complex, Parking Garage B (not Garage A), located on Page Avenue.  Parking passes are not required.   (If you park along the parade route, instead, you will have to wait until the parade is complete and streets have been reopened before you can leave with your car.)

If you are just dropping off passengers, continue to the intersection of Page Avenue and West Street to unload participants, who will need to walk to our line up area from there.  After dropping off passengers exit the line-up area by turning left onto West Street, then turn left onto Rt. 236/Main St.

Upon completion of the parade, continue down Judicial Drive, and turn right onto Page Avenue to retrieve your vehicle at the Massey Building Complex, then exit via Judicial Drive to Rt. 236/Main Street.
