ITALIAN WORDS AND PHRASES – FROM BETSY MIGNANI

CARNEVALE

Carnevale (Carnival) e’ una festa allegra e divertente.  It is celebrated in the period leading up to martedì grasso (fat Tuesday).  The next day is, of course, mercoledì delle cenere (Ash Wednesday).

For Carnevale (Carnival), which is celebrated all over Italy but most famously in Venezia, you may want a maschera  (mask) and a costume (a costume).  Some traditional figures are Arlecchino (Harlequin), with his suit of molti colori (many colors), Pulcinella, with the long camicia bianca (white shirt) and many figures from the Italian “Commedia dell’Arte.” 

In some cities, la gente (people) va per le strade e le piazze (go out in the streets and piazzas) divertendosi (having fun).  They throw coriandoli (confetti) and stelle filanti (streamers).  

The classici dolci di Carnevale (traditional treats) are fried dough sprinkled with confectioner’s sugar, named differently depending on what region you are in.  While chiacchiere is common, they are also called grostoli, sfrappole, galani, frappe (in Rome), bugie, cenci, stracci,  crostoli, rosacatarre, zonzelle, pampuglie, lattughe, lasagne.  Others, fritelli tondi (round fried balls), are called tortelli in Milano and central Italy, castagnole in Emilia Romagna and in Friuli Venezia Giulia, while in Venezia, frìtole.  How do you call them?   Buon appetito!
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ITALY IN MARCH                                            
While the weather in Italy will certainly vary and you’re more likely to get rain and more chilly days in March than in June, unless your vacation centers on lots of outdoor activities you may not notice the difference – except, of course, for the fact that you might be wearing a scarf instead of sunglasses. Many of Italy’s most famous sights are indoors in which case the temperature outside is of little concern. Plus, it’s much easier to stomach the occasional rainstorm when you can take advantage of lower prices on things like airfare and accommodations.

March in Italy isn’t just about travel deals and wet weather, however, because there are festivals in Italy and events that take place in March which can help make an average vacation unique and memorable. Some of the events which you might consider attending in March are the Sanremo Song Festival, EuroChocolate Rome and the end of Turin’s chocolate festival (they’re attempting to ride the wave of Perugia’s famous annual festival), the Rome Marathon, Oleum (Florence’s Olive Festival), Fritelle Festival (fried rice cakes in Montefioralle’s town center), the “Burning of the Buffoon” in Treviso, the palio of donkeys in Torrita di Siena, Vinitaly in Verona (Italy’s main wine event), and the “Open Monuments Weekend,” the one day a year when many gardens and monuments throughout Italy which are normally closed to the public are opened up to visitors (generally free of charge). To learn more about the festivals and events in Italy that are taking place in March, be sure to check out this excellent festival finder – simply choose “March” and the region(s) you’re visiting from the drop-down menus and click “Search.” You’ll get a list of events in that region throughout the month.
